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3RV — The nature of the power under Section ¢ is supervisory in character whereas the
procedure under Section 2R is an appellate procedure and a person who is aggrieved by refusal in
receiving the information which he has sought for can only seek redress in the manner provided in the
stature, namely, by following the procedure under Section %. This Court is, therefore, of the opinion
that Section 9 read with Section 2% provides a complete statutory mechanism to a person who is
aggrieved by refusal to receive information. Such person has to get the information by following the
aforesaid statutory provisions.” 3T W el 3R,
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
