'The Act is an effective device which if utilized judiciously and properly, would help 
the citizens to become more informed. It no doubt relieves an applicant from obligation to 
disclose the reason as to why he wants the information. However, indiscriminate efforts to 
secure information just for the sake of it, and without there being any useful purpose to 
serve, would only put enormous pressure on the limited human resources that are 
available. Diversion of such resources, for this task would obviously, be, at the cost of 
ordinary functioning. Beyond a point, it may even become harassment, for the concerned 
agencies. Much needs to be done in this direction to impart a sense of responsibility to 
those, who want to derive benefit under the Act to be more practical and realistic."

issue of repeated RTI requests and harassing tendency. In Prem Prakash Kumar V NFL, 
Panipat,(Decision No.3^^/IC(A)3oo^, FNo.CIC/MA/A/3oo$/oo3(9tf & W dated 36 
Auguest 300^) the applicant sought documents and specific comments of CPIO on 63 
queries. The learned Commissioner Shri M.M.Ansari observed that in fact, the nature of 
queries and information sought are such that the information seeker would never be 
satisfied because the promotion of self-interest, rather than public interest was dominant 
as the appellant had sought redressed of grievances. ’’
