Act can adversely affect public administration. The petitionerss actions, if allowed
to continue, would not only waste valuable public resources but would also delay
the processing of genuine RTI applications filed by citizens seeking information in
good faith.

Upon considering the facts and circumstances of this case, along with the
relevant judicial precedents, this Court is of the opinion that the petitioner has
clearly misused the provisions of the RTI Act. The petitioner’s 5 (2020) 5 SCC 481
14 conduct in filing thousands of RTI applications across multiple departments,
without any legitimate reason or cause, constitutes an abuse of the process of law.
The petitioneres request to withdraw the writ petition without paying the requisite
court fees is not acceptable, as it would set a dangerous precedent and
encourage further misuse of the RTI Act.

The registry is directed to take necessary steps to recover the deficit court
fee of Rs. 9,64,600/- from the petitioner in accordance with law. The petitioner

shall be liable to pay the entire deficit amount as per the objections raised by the
