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“The Act should be not be allowed to misused or abused or to become a tool to abstract
the national development and integration or to destroy the peace, tranquillity and harmony among its

citizens. Nor should be converted into a tool of oppression or intimidation,.of honest officials striving to
the to do their duty-Nation does not want a scenarios where W4% of the staff of public authorities spend
4% of their tifife in collecting and furnishing information to applicants instead of discharging their
regular duties. The treat of penalities under the RTI Act and pressure of the authorities under the Act
should not lead to employees of a public authorities prioritizing information furnishing at the cost of
their normal and regular duties”
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“The Act is an effective device which if utilized judiciously and properly, would help the
citizens to become more informed. It no doubt relieves an applicant from obligation to disclose the
reason as to why he wants the information. However, indiscriminate efforts to secure information just
for the sake of it, and without there being nay useful purpose to serve, would only put enormous
pressure on the limited human resources, that are available. Diversion of such resources, for this task
woulds obviously, be, at the cost of ordinary functioning. Beyond a point, it may even become
harassment, for the concerned agencies. Much needs to be done in this direction to impart a sense of
responsibility on those, who want to derive benefit under the act to be more practical and realistic.”
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
