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observed that the RTI Application seems to be aimed at pressuring the College for the

admission of ineligible students, as recommended by you in your capacity as President of
Rashtrawadi Vidyarthi Congress. It is important to note that the RTI Act is intended to
facilitate transparency and accountability in public authorities and is not meant for
personal or undue influence. The Fees Receipts issued to students list the name of the

student, the course, a unique ID number, and details of the refundable deposit under the
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Fees Head. Refundable deposits that are not claimed by students are recorded as liabilities
in the Balance Sheet. Beyond this, the institution does not maintain separate records for

refundable deposits.

application was adequately addressed, with explanations provided in the response. She
argued that the assertion of "hidden information" stems from the Appellant's expectations
rather than a lack of transparency in the response. The Respondent further submits the Iee
Receipt issued to the student's shows, inter-alia, the name of the Student, Course and
Unique ID No. and Refundable Deposit under fees head. Refundable deposits are shown as
liabilities in the Balance Sheet. Apart from this, no record is maintained in the College
regarding refundable deposits. Based on the Respondent's submissions and the provided
reply, I concur that the "hidden information” claim is unfounded. Furthermore, the RTI
requests do not demonstrate sufficient public interest to warrant further scrutiny. I further
concur that the information sought is reflected in the Fee Receipt issued to the student and
Refundable Deposit under Fees Head. Refundable deposits are shown as liabilities in the
Balance Sheet, and the Balance Sheet is the personal and confidential information of the
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
